· Children start learning to hold a pencil/pen early in life, even before 3 yrs.
· If a child is 3 years old or above, it may take up to 1 year to change a habit of holding a pencil or pen incorrectly.

Benefits of correct pencil-holding
· Better legibility

· Increased writing speed

· Less hand muscle fatigue and strain

Early Intervention 

· Start when the child 1st grips a pencil/crayon/pen between 12 to 15 month old. 

· If you start teaching your child the correct pencil grip early, the child will build up the correct habit. (
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
